Some improvements I have been involved in on the advisory board:

I have helped to expand the Board of Directors to three homeowners (plus the two declarants) as a means for the community to have more control focusing on the items that most impact the members living within its community.

The expansion of the alley ways on the west side of the community so larger vehicles would not keep putting divots in the green and also breaking irrigation lines that the HOA had to keep spending money to fix.  We also invested in large boulders in tight corners so that trucks remain on the pavement.

We have invested in dog care stations to mitigate the issue where dog owners refuse to pick up waste hoping the convenience would help, and also the porter but cut the cost as to limit the impact to the community, and fixing gates and installing cameras at the pool area for safety and security reasons.

The installation of mulch to beautify the community and also save on the plant and irrigation costs in the extreme cold and heat months, and also ensuring we install drought tolerate plants going forward to decrease the landscaping cost to the community.

Asking for a cost effective means to fly the American flag during major holidays after the builders ripped out both flagpoles when they were finished with their lots.

The latest improvement was making the city come back out after the Windhaven road expansion and decreasing the grade of the open green space to ensure its pleasing to homeowners and safe for children to play without risk of slipping down a steep grade near the pool area.  This original plan was
approved by the previous HOA management company and with help from Essex we were able to get the city to fix what would have been a mistake to accept as a community.

Keeping the HOA dues and special assessments increase to a minimum to ensure homeowners arent impacted year after year.  We managed to only have one special assessment and mostly a 10% increase in dues.  This could have been double per the bylaws, but also hard for owners in a trying
economy.  Most of this was to ensure we got the HOA to be a minimal financially stable entity to help its community, rising cost of services and products that are needed to keep the community functioning and aesthetically pleasing and the load it takes to add more buildings to the HOA (insurance,
maintenance, etc).
